Estimated Obligation of the District LOCAL FUNDS for Provision 2 using current 2010/11 federal reimbursement rates as opposed to the 2011-12 reimbursement rates not available until July 1, 2011.

With the Provision 2 alternative, the school district will not collect student revenue from reduced or paid students. District Estimated Maximum Obligation for Paid Students: 

Breakfast: 

To determine the amount of the district obligation for paid students for Provision 2, the reimbursement for a paid breakfast (26 cents) is subtracted from the reimbursement for a free severe need breakfast ($1.76) which amounts to $ 1.50/ paid student breakfast. 

Lunch: 

To determine the amount of the district obligation for paid students for Provision 2, the reimbursement for a paid lunch (28 cents (safety net) is subtracted from the free reimbursement of $2.74 safety net which amounts to $ 2.46/paid student lunch.  

Breakfast (B) $1.50 district obligation per paid student 

Lunch (L)       $2.46 district obligation per paid student

B& L              $3.96 /paid student ADA for breakfast and lunch per serving day
